Teen Center Rules and Regulations

Updated 10/2007

. The Teen Center will be opened from 6-10 PM unless otherwise noted. No member
can leave before 9:55 PM unless their parent or guardian picks them up or speaks to
PAL Staff regarding other arrangements. Only one entry per a night.

. All PAL members will have their issued PAL ID card to check in for the night. Ifa
member forgets their card a fee of $3.00 will be paid. If a member has lost their card
there will be a $5.00 fee to issue a new card. Parents/guardians are encouraged to
physically watch their child enter the Teen Center.

. Clothing which promotes depicts or advertises anything degrading to other persons,
alcohol, drugs, violence, gangs, vulgarity or sex will NOT be allowed. No clothing will
be worn which allows others to view undergarments or bears a person’s midriff or
cleavage. No “daisy duke” style shorts, ripped jeans which expose undergarments,
“wife beater” shirts or sunglasses are allowed. Hats are allowed, but will not be worn
to the left or right. No changing of clothes is allowed. Final discretion will be
determined by PAL Supervisor.

. Nogumis allowed. No food or drink will be brought into the Teen Center. The only
exception will be when a parent/guardian informs PAL Staff a member has a special
dietary need. All food will be consumed in designated areas only!

. The following conduct is NOT allowed while in the Teen Center: standing on or sharing
of chairs, climbing walls, pushing, shoving, hitting, running, obscenities or vulgar
language, kissing or inappropriate touching of others.

. The following conduct is NOT allowed while dancing: pushing, spinning, “mosh pits”,
sandwich dancing, booty dancing, dancing which appears provocative, inappropriate
touching or simulated lewd acts. Final discretion will be determined by PAL
Supervisor.

. Music and video games brought into the Teen Center must be previewed by PAL Staff
for approval. Content which is violent or degrading to others will NOT be permitted.

. Pool table rules are posted on the wall of the Pool area. A PAL Staff member oversees
the tables.

. Any member who feels threatened, harassed, or feels intimidated due to being asked
for money, personal differences with other members, or any other incident shall
report the incident immediately to the PAL Teen Center Supervisor.
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10. Any member who is caught under the influence of or has possession of any drugs,
alcohol, cigarettes, lighters, matches or other illegal substances will immediately be
expelled.

11. Any members who brings a weapon (including pocket knives), regardless of the intent,
will be EXPELLED from the PAL Program.

12. All bags and purses must be checked in at the front desk. They may be picked up on
your way out. PAL Staff is NOT responsible for any lost/stolen bags, purses or items
contained in them.

13. Respect for PAL equipment or property and the property of others is MANDATORY!
Cost of repair or replacement of PAL equipment or property due to carless use or
intentional destruction will billed to the member’s parents/guardian and/or possible
charges filed against the member causing the damage. Member(s) will also face
suspension.

14. Adults at the Teen Center are here to oversee the safe operation of the program. All
adults will be treated with respect or the member will be disciplined accordingly. If a
member who feels they are not being treated fairly by an adult does have the ability
to speak to the Teen Center Coordinator or Director.

15. Any member who becomes suspended will have their parent/guardian contacted

- immediately. The parent/guardian is responsible for having a good contact number on

file with PAL and understands they will respond to the Teen Center to pick their child
up immediately upon contact by PAL Staff.

Violations of any of the above noted rules and regulations
will result in a member being suspended or expelled.
